Please submit a copy
of your DD214 reflecting honorable discharge to the Office of Veteran Services at Centenary University. If it is
determined that you are eligible for the discount, the Office of Veteran Services will notify the University Bursar.

Orientations

Orientations for new student veterans and veteran dependents are held before the start of each semester in
August and January. Sessions are held in the Veteran’s Resource Center (VRC) and are designed to acclimate
students to the campus and provide information about services and resources. Representatives from VA are also
on-hand to answer questions and provide information.

Readjustment Counseling Services
